All cargo entering the U.S. from foreign soil is 
subject to Customs inspection; duties are levied 
on these imports.   A Foreign-Trade Zone is a 
designated area which is considered to be outside 
the Customs territory of the U.S.   The airport 
is   the grantee (administrator) of FTZ #176.    The 
FTZ program is a public-private partnership which 
allows FTZ operators (manufacturers, assemblers, 
3PLs or distribution centers) to postpone, reduce 
or eliminate duties and take advantage of other 
cost-savings.   RFD offers your company all 
the advantages of an international gateway.

RFD and several tenants currently have space available 
for lease, including in the new International Cargo Center. The 
airport also has 1,000 acres available for development.  RFD is 
committed to growth and will work with government  agencies 
to coordinate the development of an incentive package that 
meets the particular needs of an individual business.

Airport property is located within a Tax Increment District (TIF) 
and a Rivers Edge Redevelopment Zone (RERZ). Both government 
programs are administered by the City of Rockford Department of 
Community Development and each offers substantial support for 
private redevelopment projects.

There are also a variety of T-Hangar opportunities available 
for long-term leases at RFD.
